This system will enable the City to notify residents and businesses when there are major
emergencies such as severe weather events, industrial disasters or police and fire emergencies.
It can also be used for community bulletin announcements. Notifications can be made
community-wide or localized if the event only warrants a limited announcement.

Because of today’'s technology, there is the
(landline and cellular), e-mail and text devices. This will ensure the greatest number of
residents receiving any emergency notifications. City officials believe that this is an important
component in our emergency management plan and it will benefit our residents and businesses
when these situations arise.

There is no charge for this service and all residents and businesses
with listed telephone numbers are already
established on the system database.
However, anyone with an unlisted
telephone number or cell phone number
must opt -in to receive emergency
notifications and other community
announcements. In addition, all residents and businesses
must add any additional notification information to receive
messages by email or text messaging.
